Horse Boarding Contract

1. Rates.
In consideration of $__________dollars per horse per month for ____ pasture board or ____ full board, paid by Owner in advance on the first day of each month, Stable agrees to board said horse beginning the  ____ day of _____________.  Board rates for a partial month will be paid at the rate of $______ per day for pasture board and $____________ per month thereafter, or $______ per day for full board and $___________per month thereafter.

3. Exercise.

Owner will be expressly responsible for all exercise required by horse to maintain physical condition.

4. Care Provided.

Stable agrees to provide normal and reasonable care to maintain the health and well being of said horse.  Owner acknowledges Owner has inspected the facilities and finds same in safe and proper order.  Horse care is defined as pasture board or full board with turnout.

a. Pasture board shall mean horse will be kept in a fenced paddock with one or more horses, with water and a run-in shed, whenever possible.

b. Full board shall mean horse will be kept in barn in separate stall with twice a day feed-both grain and hay, bedding and stall cleaning.

c. Horse ___may ____ may not  be turned out in a paddock with one or more horses as determined by Stable, if Owner desires.

5. Emergency Care.

If medical treatment is necessary, Stable will call Owner at the emergency number provided by Owner.  In the event Owner cannot be contacted by telephone Stable has the authority to secure emergency veterinary and/or blacksmith care.  However, Stable has no responsibility to pay for such emergency care.  Owner is responsible to pay all costs relating to emergency care.  Stable is authorized to arrange emergency care billing to Owner.  Owner must provide proof of emergency care arrangements by providing the name and telephone number of said veterinarian and farrier to Stable at the time horse first comes on premises.

6. Shoeing.

Owner is responsible for shoeing expenses and hoof care services for the horse.  Owner is responsible for holding his/her horse for all farrier services.

7. Worming/Vaccination.

Owner agrees to have horse(s) wormed and vaccinated on a regular schedule.  If treatment is not accomplished and proof of same presented to Stable within thirty (30) days from date of such services or veterinary treatment, Stable is authorized to arrange for such treatment, but not obligated to do so.  The expense shall be the obligation of Owner and upon presentation by Stable, the charges for such services, including service charges, shall be paid within fifteen (15) days from the date the charge is submitted to the Owner.

8. Ownership – Coggins Test.

Owner warrants that he owns the horse and will provide, before the time of delivery, proof of a negative Coggins test.  Owner further warrants that a current proof of a negative Coggins test will be furnished, annually, when requested by Stable.

9. Insurance.

If Owner has purchased mortality or surgical insurance for the horse, Owner agrees to provide Stable with the information required by the insurance carrier for reporting a claim and the insurance carrier’s telephone number for reporting claims.  Stable agrees that if Owner cannot be contacted, in case of an emergency, then Stable will notify the insurance carrier of the potential claim on behalf of the Owner.  The Owner acknowledges responsibility for the accuracy of any information on the insurance coverage and insurance carrier contact information provided to Stable.

10. Property in Storage on Premises.

Owner may store certain tack and equipment on the premises of Stable at no additional charge to Owner.  However, Stable shall not be responsible for the theft, loss, damage or disappearance of any tack, equipment or other property stored on premises is stored at the Owner’s risk. Trailers may be stored upon premises subject to a $1.00/day storage cost, billed monthly in addition to all other charges.

11. Rules and Regulations.

Owner agrees to abide by all the rules and regulations of Stable.  In the event, a party other than the Owner shall call for the horse, such party shall have written authority signed by the Owner to obtain possession of said horse.

12. Risk of loss.

Under Virginia law, an equine activity sponsor or equine professional is not liable for an injury to or the death of a participant in equine activities resulting exclusively from the inherent risks of equine activities.  CODE OF VIRGINIA TITLE 3.1 AGRICULTURE< HORTICULTURE AND FOOD< CHAPTER 27.5 EQUINE ACTIVITY LIABILITY ACT, Va. Code Ann. Section 3.1-796.130 (1994).

Stable shall not be liable for any sickness, disease, estray, theft, death or injury which may be suffered by the horse or any other cause of action, whatsoever, arising out of or being connected in any way with the boarding of said horse, except in the event of negligence on the part of Stable, its agents, and employees.  This includes, but is not limited to, any personal injury or disability the horse Owner, or Owner’s guest may incur on Stable premises.

13. Hold Harmless/Indemnity.

Owner agrees to hold Stable and its employees harmless from any claim caused by said horse(s) and agrees to pay any legal fees incurred by Stable in defense of a claim resulting from damages by said horse(s).

Owner agrees to hold Stable and its employees harmless from any claim related to property damage or loss of any tack, supplies, trailers, etc. that Owner may store or leave on site.  Owner will provide separate property insurance coverage for any trailer and provide Stable with evidence of such coverage.

14. Right of lien.

Stable has the right of lien as set forth in the law of the State of Virginia for the amount due for board and any additional agreed upon services.  Stable shall have the right, without process of law, to retain said horse(s) until the indebtedness is satisfactorily paid in full.

15. Termination.

Either party may terminate this agreement with thirty (30) days’ notice.  In case of default, the wronged party has the right to recover attorneys’ fees and court costs, resulting from the failure of either party to meet a material term of this contract.

16. Assignment.

The Owner cannot assign this contract.

17. Limitation of Actions.

Any action or claim brought by Owner against Stable for breach of this contract or for loss due to negligence must be brought within one (1) year of the date such claim or loss occurs.

18. Governing Law.

This contract is subject to the laws of the State of Virginia.  Any legal action must be taken in Nelson County Court of jurisdiction.

19. Enforceability of Contract.

If one or more parts of this contract are found unenforceable or illegal, the other portions hereof shall be deemed in full force and effect.

20. Entire Agreement.

This document constitutes the entire contract between the parties.  Any modifications or additions MUST be in writing and signed by all parties to this contract.  No oral modifications or additions will be considered part of this contract unless reduced to writing and signed by all parties.
