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Negative Comments:

1. There are no water facilities present at Saunder’s
Monticello Trail. It was explained that this is because
of an easement agreement between Monticello and the
owners of the Park.

Analysis:

A lack of water facilities is a deterrent to people using
the trail and therefore to physical activity because water
facilities are needed for comfort. This comfort pertains
to excretory needs and hydration.

Lessons/Marketing:

Nearby water facilities need to be identified. The
easement agreement between Monticello and Parks
and recreation needs to be worked out or worked
through by highlighting incentives of water facilities
to Monticello.

2. There is not enough parking available at Saunders/
Monticello Trail.
parking.

It has more users than it does

The lack of parking is a deterrent for most people who
want to use this trail. Because of its proximity to a major
highway, central location between three jurisdictions,
and lack of walkable access streets, a car is needed to
get to this trail.

Additional parking can be provided up the mountain at
Monticello, and advertisements can encourage people
to walk down the trail first, and then up.

3. People have complained that the trail is too crowded
at times

Because there are so many people who use this trail,
some people felt it to be too crowded. This reduces the
ability of trail users to run or walk as fast as people are
in their way.

In response to overcrowding on trails, other trails can
be improved and advertised throughout the area to
reduce the burden on this one specific trail.

4. Another complaint is that the trail is too steep for the
handicapped enjoy.

Nature Plaques

Some people that were handicapped or had a loved one
that was handicapped complained that the trail was
too steep for them. Their loved one was fatigued from
pushing the wheelchair up the slope, and the people in
a wheelchair were tired from rolling the wheelchair up
the slope.

Trail Information

Create an additional trail, possibly at the beginning
flat part of the main trail, that encompasses the park
area which is flat. This flat trail serves as something
like an outdoor track, and promotes physical activity
for all people, a promise and goal of the local motion
campaign.
