SHADED NINE-PATCH QUILT
This pattern was obtained from the HGTV show, “Simply Quilts.”  The instructions are copied from the web site:
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The challenge in this quilt is arranging the blocks once they’re completed.  Let your imagination run wild. You’ll be amazed at how many different variations you can come up with.

Materials:  Rotary cutter and mat; ruler

Fabric:  to make this quilt work, you must choose two contrasting colors, such as blue and yellow – about half a yard of each fabric (nine fabrics – 5 dark and 4 light).
Quilt takes 30 blocks (fin. Size 12”).  Each block is made up of the following:

Three 4-1/2” squares of light fabric 
Four 4-1/2” squares of dark fabric
Four 4-3/4 x 9-1/2” triangle squares, using one light and one dark fabric
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D1 – 15 squares, 9-1/2 x 4-3/4”

L1 – 15 squares, 9-1/2 x 4-3/4”

D2, D3, D4, D5 – 30 each, 4-1/2” squares

L2, L3, L4 – 30 each, 4-1/2” squares

Steps: 

1.  Mark the triangle squares on one side as on pattern.  Sew on dotted line and cut on solid lines.  Press toward dark fabric.

2.  With the three light squares, four dark squares, and the four triangles, you’ll have 9 squares total. The first row will consist of one of the triangle squares and two dark squares.  The second row will consist of one light square, and two dark squares.  The third row will consist of two light squares and one triangle square.  (Be sure the triangle squares are turned toward the proper color to make the shaded square.)

NOTE:  I usually lay my stacks of squares down in the order I want for the block (figure A), then pick up the squares that go together – two from row 1, two from row 2, two from row 3.  I can chain piece like this by repeating the process for a second set. Then I snip off the first three sets of two and continue with the pattern without cutting threads between.  Then you can sew the rows together to complete the block.

3.  Once all blocks are sewn, they can be arranged to create different patterns, such as Streak of Lightening, Barn Raising, and Sunshine in Shadow (figure D).

To complete quilt top, I use a complimentary fabric as a 4-1/2” border.
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
